Chaplain Notes: The Eye of the Hurricane 

 

Have you ever noticed the eye of a hurricane? It is the one place of calmness and 
quietness located at the center of a huge storm. Many times, when a hurricane 
passes over land, the eye presents an opportunity for those in the storm to do what 
they need to do to cope. Some people prepare for the other half of the storm to 
hit, while others take inventory of the damage that has already been done, yet oth-
ers are just thankful for that moment of respite the eye can bring to a scary situation 
that is full of the unknown and many fears.  
I mention this because I view the end-of-life journey in many ways as a hurricane of 
sickness and death that some experience. Life can seem chaotic and scary at times. Our perspective about 
sickness and our own view of life can become disjointed. In our fear, anger, and anxiety we call out to God 
for help, understanding, and assurance that, if nothing else, someday this pain and fear we so earnestly 
feel will somehow, someway make sense.  
Should that time of uncertainty come in your or your loved one's end-of-life hospice journey, never forget that 
a spiritual counselor is always nearby to talk and to help one express the emotions you find yourself experienc-
ing day in and day out. We, as spiritual counselors, cannot make the storm stop and we cannot make the hur-
ricane pass over any faster, but hopefully we can help bring about those moments of peace and calm, just 
like in the eye of the hurricane.
